This prospectus provides information concerning the school, as required by the  

Education Act, for parents of pupils who are expected to enter school from 

within the catchment area, and also for other parents who wish to know about 

the opportunities available. Information concerning the general  arrangements 

in Northumberland is given separately in the County Education Booklet, copies 

of which are available for parents of pupils who are starting or  

transferring schools next September.  

 

All parents are  requested to express a preference for the school that they 

wish their child to attend and give reasons for their preference.  Forms should 

be filled in and returned to the school of their choice by 26th October 2009.  

 

The number of pupils that the school can admit in each year group is 30.  

 

Children from this school usually transfer at the age of 9+ to Allendale Middle 

School and then at 13+ to Haydon Bridge High School.  

 

Shaftoe Trust School derives its name from the Reverend John Shaftoe who 

began a charity for the educational needs of Haydon Bridge boys and girls.  The 

building of that first school was in 1697.  

 

The Shaftoe Trust Charity is still in operation today and our school continues 

to benefit from it.  Over more recent years the charityõs financial support has 

been responsible for the opening of the Nursery, supplying furniture, extra 

books, computers and equipment for the school generally, providing substantial 

funding to enable us to open our Computer Suite as well as funding an annual 

Artists in school project.  It is currently responsible for paying the salary of 

two part -time reading and language support teaching assistants.
